PROCLAMATION BY THE GOVERNOR
OF THE STATE OF TEXAS

The chair laid before the house and had read the following proclamation by
the governor:

TO THE SENATE AND HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE
EIGHTY-FIRST TEXAS LEGISLATURE, REGULAR SESSION:
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I, Rick Perry, governor of the State of Texas, pursuant to Article III,
Sectioni5, of the Texas Constitution and by this special message, do hereby
submit the following emergency matters for immediate consideration to the
Senate and House of Representatives of the 81st Legislature, now convened:

Legislation making appropriations to state agencies and institutions to
pay for costs associated with the hurricanes of 2008.

Legislation assisting public and private entities with recovery from the
hurricanes of 2008.

Legislation reforming the Texas Windstorm Insurance Association.

Legislation funding the Catastrophe Reserve Trust Fund.

Legislation to reform and improve state schools and centers operated
by the Department of Aging and Disability Services and the
Intermediate Care Facilities for Persons with Mental Retardation
component of Rio Grande State Center operated by the Department of
State Health Services.

Legislation providing state appropriations to the Texas Department of
Criminal Justice to implement contraband and personnel screening
technology; mobile contraband screening units; a complete video
surveillance system for the Polunsky Unit, comprehensive security
equipment for maximum-security facilities; and/or video surveillance
systems at all remaining correctional facilities.
