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DIGEST AND PURPOSE

Currently, when a voter chalenges a voter registration that person must file with the voter regidtrar a
sworn statement of the grounds for the challenge. However, there are no requirements to include
specifics about why the chdlenger believes a particular voter is not quaified to be registered nor isthere
arequirement to list each individua being challenged. As proposed, S.B. 196 would add that the
sworn statement currently required to challenge a voter registration must properly identify each
chdlenged voter. Thehill aso requires that the chalenger’ s statement be based upon specific
knowledge of each chalenged voter’'s specific lack of qudifications.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY

This bill does not expresdy grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, ingtitution, or
agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSS

SECTION 1. Amends Section 16.092, Election Code, to require a voter desiring to chalenge a
regigration to file with the registrar a sworn satement of the grounds for the challenge that identifies the
voter whose regidtration is being chalenged and states a specific quaification for registration that the
chdlenged voter has not met based on the persona knowledge of the voter desiring to challenge the
regigtration.
