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The Library invites you to view its newest exhibit, "Legislative 'Desk’ of Rep. Charles B.
Metcalf - 1918." The exhibit displays what might have been found on the desk of

as he witnessed the passage of his historic bill on women's
suffrage in primary elections. House Bill 105, 35th Legislature, 4th Called Session, was
the first bill on woman's suffrage to pass the Texas Legislature. It was approved by the
governor on March 26, 1918.

The display includes reprintings of the original House Bill 105; Metcalf family
photographs; postcard scenes from the early decades of the 1900s in Tom Green
County, Rep. Metcalfe's home district; and World War | posters, calendars, and a
savings certificate. Also displayed are re-creations of stationery used by members of
the Texas House of Representatives in 1918; desk supplies invoking the feel of the era;
an original Capitol spitoon; an invitation based on a 1917 newspaper ad in the
Corsicana Daily Sun, and a calling card utilizing designs from other political officials
around the time period.
